From the Renaissance until the late Renaissance. The interest in exuberant,
flowery shapes which had begun to appear towards the end of the 15" century,
finally took hold without obstacles, both in the art and furniture of the 16"
century. The structural forms (in which the continuous straight horizontal
line had prevailed throughout the 15" century) moved with greater freedom
of rhythm and harmony. Decorations multiplied and became more dynamic.
Another element which encouraged the evolution of the major and minor arts
was the precise influence exercised by the art of ancient Rome. In the 16"
century architects began travelling to Rome to study the surviving monuments
in greater detail. The desire for majesty and the passion for carving (typical of
16™ century furniture) required the use of dark woods.The plasticity of these
woods favoured the use of light and shade effects, typical of carved decorations.

“Art Nouveau”, “Jugendstil”, “Modern style”, “Succession”, “Liberty”, novita
giovinezza, modernita stacco dal passato, liberta ecco i concetti di questa
sequenza di nomi immediatamente suggerisce € mai nomi diversi furono
piu efficaci per evidenziare gli attributi dello stile che fu internazionale nella
diffusione e nelle ipotesi ideologiche pur esibendo nazionalistici connotati e
fasi diverse di evoluzione. E se gli attributi non bastassero potremmo continuare
con. “floreale”, “stile Giulio Verne”, “stile Belle Epoque”, “Yachting style”, tutti
termini che in un gioco definitorio, anche al negativo, contribuiscono a fissare
Pepoca di sviluppo e i piu appariscenti caratteri decorativi. In realta il termine
piu corretto ¢ quello di “Modernismo” che si ¢ esteso ormai, nella pubblicistica
recente, ad indicare il fenomeno nel suo complesso sviluppo internazionale. Era
viva tuttavia la consapevolezza che una battaglia a favore del fare artigianale
esigesse, un’azione di svecchiamento delle fonti d’ispirazione al fine di
offrire alle maestranze artigiane modelli di riferimento. Si sostitui, pertanto,
al saccheggiato repertorio degli stili storici il variegato mondo naturale le cui
ricchissime manifestazioni potevano offrire inesauribili spunti di elaborazione
formali e di applicazioni pratiche. Mondo animale e vegetale divengono cosi
la fonte d’ispirazione privilegiata del nuovo stile. Nasce cosi la tipica mobilita
liberty che produce, a scale diverse e in campi differenti, il taglio asimmetrico
di porte e finestre, il movimento ondulante di facciate e pareti, tutto cio diventa
caratteristica peculiare dello stile.

The Nineteen hundreds

A bit of history

“Art Nouveau”, “Jugendstil”, “Modern style”, “Succession”, “Liberty”, innovation,
youth, modernity, a beak with the past, freedom; these are the concepts imme-
diately suggested by this sequence of names, and no other names were ever
so efficient at highlighting the attributes of the style that enjoyed international
popularity and ideological theories, while demonstrating nationalistic conno-
tations and different phases of evolution. And if these attributes weren’t enou-
gh, we could continue with “floral”, “Jules Verne style”,“Belle Epoque style” and
“Yachting style”, all terms which, in a game of definitions (not all of which po-
sitive), contribute to establishing the age of development and the most striking
decorative characters. In actual fact, the proper term is “Modernism”, which has
now been extended, in recent publicistic circles, to indicate the phenomenon in
its complex international development. There was, however, an awareness that
a battle in favour of artisan techniques was required, a renewal of the sources
of inspiration in order to offer craftsmen models of reference. This resulted in
the replacement of the extensively used repertory of historical styles with the
variegated natural world, which, with its rich manifestations, could offer endless
inspiration for the elaboration of shapes and practical applications. So the ani-
mal and vegetable worlds became the favourite source of inspiration for the new
style. This was the birth of the typical Liberty movement, which produced, on
different scales and in different fields, the asymmetrical shape of doors and win-
dows, and the undulating movements of facades and walls, all of which became
particular features of this style.

Toutefois, tous €étaient conscients qu’'une bataille
en faveur du savoir-faire artisanal exigeait un renouvellement des sources d’in-
spiration afin d’offrir des modeles de référence aux artisans.Ainsi, au répertoire
pillé des styles historiques, se substitue-t-il le monde naturel et bigarré dont les
tres riches manifestations peuvent offrir des idées et des applications pratiques
inépuisables. Le monde animal et le monde végétal deviennent alors la source
d’inspiration privilégiée du nouveau style. Et c’est ainsi qu’est née la typique
mobilité Liberty qui produit, a des échelles différentes et dans domaines variés,
une coupe asymétrique des portes et des fenétres, un mouvement ondulant des
facades et des parois, caractérisant ce style.
